As a student you my be eligible to receive assistance if you’re between the ages of 18 and 49, are enrolled at least half-time and meet any one of the following:

· Working and getting paid at least 20 hours per week

· Receiving a work-study grant, enrolled in CalWORKS or going to school through JTPA.
· Responsible for care of a dependent child under age 12 if a full-time student

· Responsible for a dependent child age 6 to 11 and no adequate childcare is available 

Other basic requirements:
· Gross monthly income limit for 1 person household is $1127. 

· 2 person household=$1517, 3 person=$1907, 4 person=$2297,                         5 person=$2687.
· Must not have more than $2000 in cash, bank, investments ($3000 if disabled)

· Must be a U.S. citizen or legal U.S. resident
